Then, a presentation, created by Elisabetta Ocello, was shared by 

highlighting the preliminary insights achieved by matching the 

academic approaches and the sectoral perspectives focused on 

yachting. 

 

Moreover, it was explained how these insights have been achieved, 

such as: 

 

- the “studying” phase, with the realization of scientific 

literature reviews supported by data collection and interviews 

with practitioners; 

 

- the “testing” phase, with the use of the 3-PBM methodology, 

chosen as a test applied in the involved SMEs; 

 

- the “transferring” phase, through the conduction of 

training sessions addressed to SMEs and the planning of 

meetings with policy makers.
